
Your brain cells need a constant supply of blood, oxygen and 
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stroke or TIA. 

What is a TIA?
TIA, or transient ischemic attack, is a “warning” stroke that 
occurs when a blood clot blocks an artery for a short time. 
The symptoms of a TIA are the same as those of a stroke, but 
they usually last only a few minutes. About 12% of all strokes 
are preceded by TIAs, so don’t ignore a TIA. Call 911 or seek 
emergency medical attention immediately!
